Afterwards, you (the student) must write a
500 word essay explaining why you chose this poem and what you think it means. Then find a creative way to
present your interpretation to the class. This can be through a painting, an interview, a song, etc. (other
examples are found on the project handout). Be as creative as you want. The presentation should be roughly
