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term “everyone,” he is simply mistaken. Many people
who lift raw do so to compete on equal terms with other
lifters of a similar size who for reasons of safety, ethics,
pursuit of functional strength, and the wish to determine
which man or which woman can lift the most weight —
not which man and his gear or which woman and her
gear can lift the most weight.
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
